Practical Steps to Implement the Lord's Move in San Jose
Concerning the Constitution of the Truth
I. Quotes from “Vessels Useful to the Lord”:

A. The most important thing that we who have given ourselves to work for the Lord can do is to speak for Him. Whether we are preaching the gospel, teaching the truth, ministering life, exhorting the believers, or building the church, we need to speak for the Lord. Hence, it is very important for a person who works for the Lord to study the word (p. 15).
B. …after a detailed analysis I concluded that the main reason for our low rate of increase is the weakness in our ministering of the word (p. 18).
C. The most important thing is to learn the truth and the experiences of life. You need to try to advance as quickly as possible in these two matters….What is important now is not how much you read every day but how much you learn and enter into the truth. You can never finish studying the Bible. (p. 21).
D. We must strive to get into the depths of the Word (p.27).
E. What you need now is to enter in and to study more deeply. Then you will be able to meet the need of this age….If you study the biblical truths thoroughly and then present them to people, especially to the college students, they will fully appreciate what you say. On the contrary, if you are short of the knowledge of the truth, it will be impossible for you to preach the gospel on the campuses effectively. Hence, you must strive to pursue the truth….You must exert some effort to be solidly equipped in the truth. This is my main burden for you (p. 28).
II. Quotes from “Elders’ Training, Book 3”:
A. We should help the saints to build up a practice or a habit that every day they would spend at least thirty minutes in the Word….The best way is to charge the saints to study a book of the New Testament according to their choice. They should get into this book continually and every day….We should charge them to pray-read two or three verses of this book every day. Then they have to study the accompanying message….They also need the help of the notes and the Life-study messages to enter into the truth….After one year of studying the Bible in this way, there will be a solid change in the saints’ home life, private life, and church life….I think we need to remind them week after week, and sometimes the elders need to give the saints some direction, some encouragement, and some incentive (pp. 108-109).
B. If you merely read the Life-studies, you will only receive a temporary nourishment. That will only become a kind of inspiration to you. An inspiration is like a vapor in the air. When what we read becomes a truth in our being, this nourishment remains forever. What I have received is not all the time inspiration, like a vapor. What I have received from the Lord is always the solid truth, so it remains in me, nourishing me all the time. You must have the truth. The only way for the truth to get into you is through your mentality. Then it remains in your memory. If you do not understand, the truth cannot get into you. The truth gets into you through your mentality, your understanding. Also, if the truth gets into your memory, it becomes a constant and long term nourishment. Then you have an accumulation of the truth, and you are a person continually under the constant nourishment. You will then know how to present the truth to others, not merely to inspire them or to stir them up, but to make them solid and constituted with the truth. (p. 94).
III. The practical way to be constituted with the truth:

A. Seeing the vision of the need of the truth: 

1. This creates a desire and appetite for learning the truth.
2. Without a vision, you may study inconsistently.

B. Making a schedule to read the Bible and study the truth—Eccl. 3:1:

1. Make a personal schedule for when to read and study.
2. Make a schedule for what and how much to read and study in a progressive way.
3. There is a schedule for studying Ephesians on www.bibliasmex.org.
C. Reading to obtain a general overview:

1. Read at least one chapter of the New Testament every day.
2. Read three chapters of the Old Testament and one chapter of the New Testament every day to finish the Bible in one year. 
3. Read the Bible, including the footnotes, by following the schedule in the back of the HWMR to finish in four years.
D. Studying to understand and learn:

1. Study the text of the Bible with the help of the footnotes, the outlines, the subjects in the Recovery Version, the Life-study messages, the Crystallization-study messages, “Crucial Points of Truth in Paul’s Epistles,” and the radio messages.
2. The ministry of Brother Nee and Brother Lee open up the text of the Bible but should never replace the text.

3. Study all these as one textbook to understand and learn everything in it.

4. What you do not understand you do not learn; it does not enter your being. 
E. Pray before, during, and after studying:
1. Since you are studying the Word of God, which is spirit and life, you must study with much prayer.

2. In this way, you fellowship with God to contact Him, inhale Him, and absorb Him. 

3. You also will receive the divine light, which converts doctrine into truth.

4. Without prayer, you may acquire doctrine or teaching. This can become knowledge that puffs you up or dead letters that kill others in a religious way.

F. Committing to memory the crucial points:
1. What you have studied, understood, and learned will spontaneously enter your memory.

2. Rote memorization without understanding does not constitute you with the truth.
3. What you remember with the proper understanding will become a constant and long-term memory that will nourish you forever.
G. Experiencing the Lord as life based on the truth you have learned:
1. Truth is the explanation of the Triune God and life is the experience of the Triune God.

2. What you study should guide and remind you to experience the Triune God in your daily living with all its troubles and sufferings.

3. This will constitute you ministers of the New Testament, allowing you to minister truth and life to others.

4. Whenever you speak, you will be ministering Christ to the people around you, whether they are unbelievers or believers.

H. Ministering the word of truth and life to others around us—Acts 6:4:
1. We should continue steadfastly in prayer and in the ministry of the word. These are the two main things we practice in the God-ordained way.
2. Our studying is for our ministry of the word.

3. Ministering the word to unbelievers is preaching the gospel.

4. Ministering the word to new believers is nourishing.

5. Ministering the word to the saints in small groups is teaching.

6. Ministering the word on the Lord's Day is to prophesy for the building up of the church.

Concerning the Gospel—Hymns, #910, #925, #922, #717
I. Quotes from pp. 43-44 of “Further Light Concerning the Building Up of the Body of Christ,” ch. 3, sec. 2.
A. An evangelist perfects the saints by stirring them up to be burning in the gospel-preaching spirit. An evangelist must have the ability to stir up the saints, to set them on fire for the gospel. An evangelist should burn the whole church in the gospel-preaching spirit. We may not be qualified to perfect the saints as an evangelist because we do not have such a gospel-preaching spirit. Our spirit may be very cold instead. How can others be very strong and hot in preaching the gospel if we are not? A real evangelist has a burning spirit within him that stirs others up to preach the gospel. We need this kind of perfecting.
B. To perfect the saints in gospel preaching, the first thing the evangelists have to do is to stir them up. Then they have to teach the saints with the gospel truths. The saints need to be taught what it means to repent and what it is to believe in the Lord Jesus. There are many gospel truths that need to be imparted into the saints. The evangelists also need to train the saints to preach the gospel. They have to train them how to preach, how to speak, how to contact people, and how to converse with people. They also need to equip the saints with the power of the economical Spirit. This means that they themselves must be experientially and presently under the outpouring of the Spirit. The evangelists should also set an example of loving the sinners and praying for them. They must have an overwhelming concern for the salvation of sinners.
II. Quotes from pp. 177-178 of “The Advance of the Lord's Recovery Today”: 

A. Recently one of the elders in Tokyo moved to a nearby small town for the spreading of the recovery. A number of the saints went to visit people in this town for the preaching of the gospel. After about one month, they felt they needed a big gospel preaching meeting. Do not misunderstand what I have said concerning the big gospel preaching meeting. I do not condemn the big meeting for the preaching of the gospel. What I mean is that the church should not make the big preaching meeting a regular practice that replaces the individual preaching of the saints by visiting people. When the saints in Tokyo had this big gospel preaching meeting in this small town, over three hundred new ones came. They came as a result of the saints visiting people for a period of time. Therefore, that big gospel preaching meeting was a real reaping. This is absolutely right, but the regular preaching of the gospel should be by the priests of the New Testament, that is, by all the saints.

B. Because of the Lord’s rich mercy, we may have a number of gifted evangelists among us, and they can be used to reap the new ones. All of the saints should personally visit others for the preaching of the gospel, but in this kind of visiting it is hard to give others a longer speaking on a particular gospel subject. A big gospel meeting can fulfill this function. There could even be an entire weekend of big gospel meetings for the purpose of reaping the new contacts of the saints. All the saints could bring the ones whom they have contacted for the past month. If many bring one or two new ones, the meeting hall will be filled with them. All of these new ones will have been prepared by the Lord. They will have already called on the name of the Lord. One of the brothers may give a message concerning what the Christian faith is. All the new ones will like to hear this. Now that they have called on the name of Christ, they will want to know what the Christian faith is. Not every believer can give such a long message on a certain topic of the gospel, but every believer can visit people to bring them to Christ.

C. In a big gospel meeting, a brother may decide to share on the existence of God. Although the new ones have believed and called on the name of the Lord Jesus, they may wonder how we can prove that God exists. Not many saints can give a message on this subject, so there is the need of a big meeting with a particular gifted person who can give three messages to show people the existence of God. These messages will be convincing, subduing, and enlightening. After hearing this, all the newly contacted ones will be established and happy.
D. We should have meetings like this regularly. It is not too much to have these meetings once a month. Because the church is rich, hundreds of the saints should go out daily as priests to do a daily work, to live their daily life in preaching the gospel of God. The other side is that we need some gifted evangelists to preach the truth of the gospel. An evangelist may decide to speak concerning the matter of sin. The new ones may have called on the name of the Lord with the saints who visited them. They may have confessed that they are sinful, but deep within them they are not clear about what sin is. We can have a conference of four messages to release a deeper teaching concerning the matter of sin. This convinces, establishes, strengthens, and keeps people. We should have meetings like this to show the riches of the church.
III. Quote from p. 45 of “Vessels Useful to the Lord”: …the power of the gospel depends on prayer and the word. For the preaching of the gospel to be powerful, we must pray.
IV. A group of brothers should pick up the burden to function as “evangelists”:

A. Brothers who are more experienced in the gospel and would pick up the burden to perfect the saints for the gospel.

B. They should pray at least once a week to seek the Lord.

C. They should practice first.
D. They should labor on their own church first and then travel to assist other churches who are open to this move.
V. Perfect the saints:

A. This can be done with special meetings and one by one.

B. It is best that each vital group, including the new believers they are shepherding one by one, join this perfecting to be perfected.

C. Stir the saints up to be burning in the gospel-preaching spirit and to set them on fire for the gospel.
D. Teach the saints with the gospel truths. See the list of gospel material below. 
E. Train the saints to preach the gospel.
F. Equip the saints with the power of the economical Spirit. This is accomplished by much and thorough prayer.
G. Set an example of loving the sinners and praying for them.
H. At the end of this perfecting session, the saints can form themselves into prayer/action groups with their companions.
VI. Practice the daily gospel for one month:

A. It is necessary to have companions to pray and fellowship with, to remind, and to strengthen.

B. Pray daily with your companions:
1. You may meet in person, use the phone, or Skype. 

2. Make a list of friends, relatives, colleagues, classmates, neighbors, and anyone else the Lord puts on your heart.

3. Pray for those you will see each day.
4. Pray for your utterance and for them to be open to the word.
5. Pray for the strength and flow to speak to them.

6. Confess to one another when you fail to speak and take the blood of Christ for cleansing.

7. Report to one another what the Lord has done through you the previous day and thank the Lord.
8. Gospel shopping, etc.

C. Speak to those for whom you pray:
1. You may break the ice by giving a verse card to the person you intend to speak to. If the person has a good response to the verse, you may continue to speak as the Lord leads.
2. After the greeting, you may ask about her weekend. If she asks you about your weekend, you may tell her how you enjoyed the Lord in the church life. 
3. After the greeting, you may also ask what type of work she does. If she asks about your work, you may respond by saying you are working to bring God back to the earth so that righteousness and peace will reign, etc.

4. You can use the Lord’s approach—He was thirsty and asked for a drink, then He spoke to address the need. 

5. You may follow Paul’s similar example—when he saw an idol labeled “The Unknown God,” he told the people about the Lord whom they knew not.
6. You can use a tract and say, “I have a very good article that I would like to read to you to see what you think.”

7. Share ways that you have used to help others.

D. When the person expresses interest with a smile, teary eyes, nodding her head, or voicing agreement:

1. Lead her to pray according to what touched her.
2. Schedule a follow-up appointment.

3. Exchange contact information.

4. Invite her to a small group meeting for more hearing of faith and baptism:
a. A small group meeting is not a vital group meeting.

b. A small group meeting is a meeting for all types of people, including unbelievers, new believers, weaker believers, vital believers, etc. 

c. People may come early or late. 

d. People may be very seeking or not so seeking.

e. Lead the open ones to call and pray. 

f. Baptize them. 

g. Provide the newly baptized ones with some initial shepherding and set up an appointment for further shepherding.
VII. Practice the gospel meeting for reaping:

A. Pray for and invite all the open ones to attend.

B. One or two of the “evangelists” can give a clear word concerning a point of the gospel truth.
C. Lead the open ones to call and pray. 

D. Tell them to be baptized. 

E. Provide the newly baptized ones with some initial shepherding and set up an appointment for further shepherding.
Concerning Shepherding—Hymns, #1221
I. A group of brothers should pick up the burden to function as “shepherding teachers”:

A. Brothers who are more experienced in shepherding by teaching and would pick up the burden to perfect the saints for shepherding new believers.

B. They should pray at least once a week to seek the Lord.

C. They should practice first.

D. They should labor on their own church first and then travel to help other churches who are open to this move.
II. Perfect the saints on shepherding:
A. This should be done before the gospel/reaping meeting so that shepherding may begin as soon as someone is baptized.

B. The way we shepherd a new believer for the first thirty days is crucial; it may determine how she lives her Christian life.

C. The best way of shepherding (Acts 6:4) is to:

1. Pray for them:

a. Pray with your companions.

b. Pray for the new ones progress.

c. Fellowship regarding the needs of the new believer and how to shepherd her.

2. Minister the word to them:

a. Read and pray-read God’s word with the new believer.
b. Read the word of the ministry with the new believer.

c. Share your own testimony and others’ testimonies with the new believer.

D. Never ask a new believer to do anything without the enlightening word to guide her progress in the Lord. 
III. Shepherd them weekly:

A. Shepherding should be done one by one.

B. You may visit alone or with your companions.

C. It’s best to visit a new believer two to three times a week during this period of time.

D. The number of appointments is determined by how open the person is. Some may have an appetite to see you every day.
IV. The goal or direction of this initial period of shepherding:

A. That she comes to the Lord's table, prayer meeting, and a small group meeting (Acts 2:42-46). “…first, we must use the truth to bring people to salvation; second, we must lead them to break bread; and third, we must lead them to serve by preaching the gospel to save people” (“Vessels Useful to the Lord,” p. 50).

B. That she preaches the gospel to her friends (John 4:28-29; Mark 5:18-20).

C. That she spend time with the Lord alone every morning using the “HWMR—Topics for New Believers.” You may spend some time with her in the morning, but this should not replace or usurp her time to be alone with the Lord (See the “Collected Works of Watchman Nee,” vol. 7, ch. 25).

D. That she reads at least one chapter of the Bible every day.
E. Pray that she may experience life to the extent of clearing the past and consecrating herself (Luke 19:8-10).
V. Repeat the above procedure for another cycle, which should include the new believers.

Other Matters to Consider
I. Practicing on the campuses:

A. The gospel and shepherding perfecting time should be during the orientation week. 

B. We can have a reaping meeting every week. 

C. Those with new believing friends should concentrate on shepherding but not ignore the gospel.
II. Keeping weekly statistics:

A. Number of saints participating.

B. Number baptized.

C. New ones coming to the Lord's table.

III. Pray for this.
Concerning Migration for His Move
I. Migration is the issue of the Lord’s charge to “Go” in Matt. 28:19:

A. Migration is based on the authority given to Christ—Matt. 29:18.
B. We need to receive the Lord’s word: “Come to Me all who toil and are burdened…” and “If anyone thirst, let him come to Me and drink…,” as well as His word “Go therefore…”—Matt. 11:28; John 7:37; Mat. 28:19.
II. Migration is the move of the Body:
A. Migration is not the move of an organization.

B. The migration we practice has nothing to do with any type of movement; it is entirely the move of the Body.
C. The church in Jerusalem, the first local church established on the earth, was not established by the apostles; the church was established by one hundred and twenty believers. 
D. In the same way, the churches in Samaria, Antioch, and many other localities were established by the disciples who migrated from Jerusalem. 

E. To migrate is to be His witnesses from Jerusalem (our neighborhood) unto the uttermost part of the earth—Acts 1:8.
III. A definition of migration:

A. Moving from one place to another for God’s move and purpose not for a better life.

B. A move in God’s move, a move allowing God to move, and moving with God.

IV. Migration is a commission from the Lord:
A. To disciple all the nations—Matt. 28:19

B. To proclaim the gospel to all the world—Mark. 16:15

C. To proclaim repentance for forgiveness of sins in His name to all the nations—Luke 24:47

D. To go forth and bear remaining fruit—John 15:16 

E. To be His witnesses from Jerusalem (our neighborhood) unto the uttermost part of the earth—Acts 1:8
V. Patterns of migration:

A. The processed Triune God is a God of migration—John 1:1, 14; Matt. 2:14, 19-23; 4:13; 16:21; 23:43; 12:40; 28:6; John 20:17; 20:22; Eph. 4:23; 2 Thes. 1:10; Rev. 21:2

B. In the Old Testament:

1. Our father Abraham was a man of migration—Acts 7:3-4; Heb. 11:8-10

2. The children of Israel migrated from Egypt to the good land—Exo. 12:51; Heb. 11:27-30)

3. The Israelites migrated from Babylon to Jerusalem—Ezra 1:3

C. In the New Testament:

1. Apostle Paul migrated from Tarsus to Antioch and throughout Asia and Europe—Acts 11:26

2. Aquila and Priscilla migrated from Ephesus to Rome—Acts 18:1-2; Rom. 16:3-5

D. Brother Nee and Brother Lee:

1. Brother Nee migrated from Foochow to Shanghai.

2. Brother Lee migrated from Chefoo to Shanghai, Taiwan, and the USA.

E. Saints in the Lord's recovery since 1962:

1. Many saints migrated throughout the USA in the 1970s.

2. Many saints migrated to Russia in the 1990s.

3. Many saints migrated to Europe in the 2000s.

4. Many saints migrated to Mexico in the 2010s.

5. Many saints migrated from London throughout Europe in late 2010.

6. Many saints migrated to Jerusalem in 2013 and 2014 to establish the church in Jerusalem.

VI. Who should migrate?

A. Every believer who loves the Lord.

B. Believers who are consecrated to the Lord for His move on the earth to build up the Body of Christ, to prepare the Bride, and to usher in the kingdom of God for the Lord’s second coming to end this perverse and corrupted age.

C. Believers who have a mind to suffer.

VII. When should they migrate?

A. Every believer should be ready to migrate at any time.

B. Every believer should migrate when the Lord sends him.

C. Every believer should pray much and thoroughly concerning when to migrate.

VIII. Where to migrate?

A. Be ready to migrate to any place on the earth.

B. Migrate to the place where the Lord sends you.

C. Fellowship with the Body of Christ to confirm the location.

IX. Who will support the migrating saints?

A. The migrating ones should:

1. Trust in the Lord for His full supply with a mind to suffer.
2. Not depend on anyone or any church because we are not an organization but the Body of Christ under the Headship of Christ.
B. The saints in the sending church should:

1. Support them. 
2. Trust in the Lord with much prayer for their supply.
3. Fellowship with the Body concerning their supply when there is a lack.
4. Ensure that there is no disruption of the monthly supply. 
C. The fruit of their labor in the new locality should support them.

X. What to do after migrating?

A. Preach the gospel to produce sons of God as living members for the church.

B. Shepherd the new believers one by one.

C. Perfect the believers by teaching them the truth.

D. Help the new believers prophesy for the building up of the church.

E. Produce a group of brothers to lead the church.

F. Prepare to migrate again for the spread of the universal vine to other cities.
